History



Osmena National High School was formally opened in 1997. Undeniably instrumental were the persevering efforts of the municipal government of Marabut headed by Honorable Mayor Abraham M. Ferreras, Jr. and the Schools Division Superintendent of Samar Division, Dr. Thelma C. Quitalig. The creation of the school was a timely response to the incessant clamor for bringing public secondary education closer to the barangay.

   
At the onset, ONHS temporarily had its classes at the back portion of Osmena Elementary School. Three makeshift classrooms were constructed through the efforts of the barangay officials of the barangays of Metro Osmena headed by its respective barangay chairman, Hon. Benedicto A. Daga, Hon. Manuel G. Gravador, Hon. Juan Lacay and Hon. Francisco Adre.


The pioneering teachers were Mr. Elpidio C. Lugasan, Jr., Mrs. Virginia B. Calumpiano and Mrs. Socorro M. Sabit who was designated as the Teacher-In- Charge of the school from June 1997 to December 1998.

  
In January 1999, Mr. Rodolfo G. Gad was designated as Head-Teacher-In- Charge of the school. Because of the tremendous increase of enrollment, the PTCA initiated a resolution reqesting Mr. Wilson Cha, president of the Unimasters Conglomeration Inc. to donate 3 hectares of land situated in Barangay Osmena, Marabut, Samar for Osmena National High School site. Fortunately, the request was granted and became the permanent school site.

   
Significant developments followed. With the promotion of the above school head to other school, Mr. Zaldy A. Tabugoca was designated as Teacher-In-Charge of the school on May 30,2002 until March 2005. 


In April 2005, Mr. Zaldy A. Tabugoca was sent to Cebu City by the Department of Education for a scholarship grant. Mr. Raymundo C. Macalalad, Jr. took over the school until the coming of the new school head Mrs. Luz O. Mateo who was designated as Head-Teacher-In-Charge of the school in June, 2006.
